All activities start at 2:40 and 
end at 4:40pm. We are excited to offer many recreational and academic, enrichment programs this year. These programs are offered at no cost to students at Eckstein 
Middle School. Bus riding students will be transported home via an after school activity bus. If you are interested in having your child participate in this program, please 
have them fill out a CLC form.  Students will not be allowed to participate without a registration form on file. Registration forms are due March 26th, and can be 

turned in to the main office or in the lunch room Tues. March 22nd – Fri. March 26th.  
 

Building a Colonial Community(Wednesdays) With this new project of building on a small scale, students will be building an American colonial village and a Native 
North American Indian community. (Marcella Nardi) 
Co-ed Basketball Open Gym (Wednesdays) Work on your skills while playing against other Eckstein hoopsters. This class is open to students of all basketball skill 
levels.

Baking 101 (Thursdays) In this class students will learn baking techniques, complete cooking projects, and get to eat their creations. (Leah Hoodes)

environment.  We will be engaging in a wide range of activities that will encourage physical activity, creativity, socializing, & trying new things. This class is only for 
students with special needs. Eckstein students will be transported to Hamilton for this class. (Jessica Zemke) 
Digital Photography (Wednesdays) Students will learn digital photography basics, including technique, style, and equipment. (Right Brain) 
Eagle Eye News (Mondays) For Eighth Grade Students ONLY.  Any 8th grade girl or boy who has taken Ms. Belloni (Gildyard's) class for Video Production who is 
interested in editing, creating an 8th grade end of year video, creative segments and reporting. An independent worker who will make the news great! (Ms. Belloni) 
Field Games (Wednesday) Fun on the field!  Work on your skills in field sports from flag football to kickball to soccer. Supervised game play every Wednesday!  
Game Room Mondays (Mondays) A full afternoon of Wii, pool, ping pong, air hockey and more! (Larry Christensen) 
Graffiti Art (Tuesdays) Attention all hip hop headz! Bring out the graffiti artist in you.  Step up your art skills and learn how to create 'burners' and 'tags'.  Also learn 
'freestyle' graffiti techniques and the proper way to display your art.  Learn about it - create it - paint it! (Aaron Johnson) 
Homework Club (Monday-Thursday) This class provides an opportunity for students to finish and receive extra assistance with homework.  Tiime to work one on one 
with tutors and teachers can be arranged. Students participating will receive the help they need in each of the subject areas.  They will also participate in study skills and 
group activities. Grade level specific clubs will offered for 8th graders on Mondays and Tuesdays, and for 6th and 7th graders on Tuesdays and Thursdays.   
Jr. Jazz Band (Tuesdays and Thursdays) Students will and perform the only indigenous American art form.  Jazz styles and concepts will be taught and performed.  We 
will have 2 weekly rehearsals and about 7 performances through the year. (Mr. Escobedo) 
Knitting (Mondays)This class will focus on completing a project they create with success.  The students can choose to make projects such as knitting bag, scarves, hats 
and wash cloths.

Math Academy (Wednesdays) This class is designed to enhance the specific math skills of students who are struggling in Math and need additional skill practice. (Laura

Math Club (Tuesdays) This class is for students who enjoy mathematical problem solving and learning strategies to solve math problem in both small group and 
individual settings.  There will be opportunities to participate in math competitions such as the Math Olympiads and Math Counts. (Mr. Jacobs) 
Movie Club (Thursdays) Students will have a chance to watch and participate in conversations around new and classic movies. (Connor Durham)
