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The word orihon comes from the Japanese words
ori meaning fold, and hon meaning book. The orihon
structure developed out of the scroll simply by
folding the scroll into an accordion-fold and pasting
it between covers. Accordion books and concertinas
are other names for this folded form. This modified
scroll is useful in documenting and displaying the
the stages of the cradle-to-cradle cycle of your product.
Each panel represents a unique part of the cycle. The
central illustration of the object incorporates art elements
in this science scroll. (Instead of an ugly doll, you will have
your own selected object in the center of your panel.)
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
